From the Principal

Welcome to the start of the school year. | would
especially like to welcome those students and
their families who are new to Golden Bay High
School. Our vision is that fi AGolden Bay High
School students prepare for the future by
learning skills and gaining knowledge, and
developing the personal resources that are
needed to live satisfying, balanced and
responsible |ives. 0

We aim to provide the environment for students
to have the best chance of achieving this, but
students also need to accept the responsibility
that they have in this. The start of the year is a
time to look forward, set personal goals and seek
out the opportunities that are provided. Parents
and caregivers have a critical role as well. You
can support your child by taking an interest in
what is happening at school, by encouraging
reading at every opportunity and by valuing
homework. One way of getting involved in the
school is through the Home & School
Association. This is a very effective group of
people who fund raise, provide access to
uniforms and stationery, advocate on behalf of
students and parents and provide tremendous
support to the school.

Staffing: We welcome three teachers: one new
to the school, a second returning after a year
away and a third into a new role.

Jan has a one year long
term relief job while Vikki Adam is
overseas.

Jo Grace takes over the teaching of
the SPEC classes in Years 9, 10
and 11/12, after a year of relief
teaching both at GBHS and Takaka
Primary School.

In other staffing moves, Liesje
Stevens is taking a break from her
job as School Executive Officer and
is facing the challenge of full time
University study in  Wellington.

Karen Newport is working as an
administrative support person for
teaching staff, taking over from
Clare Harvey-Smith who is our
new Adult and Community
Education Coordinator.

Adventure Playground: this is now a reality.
The playground was installed during the holidays,
with a group of staff members providing the

provided the initial impetus back in 2006 as 7T
form class by researching school playgrounds
and then presenting their findings to the Board of
Trustees. The playground is multi-purpose: it
will provide recreational opportunities at break
times as well as being incorporated into PE and
Outdoor Education programmes. The project
was funded through the
funding, with a very generous grant of $35,000
from the Canterbury Community Trust.

NCEA Results: Unconfirmed results at Year 11
were outstanding, with 98% achievement of
NCEA Level 1. Seventeen students at this level
achieved merit endorsement and a further three
achieved excellence. Results at other year levels
were not as spectacular, but certainly will
compare favourably with those of most other
schools: around a 70% achievement rate of
NCEA Level 2 (including three merit
endorsements) and 63% at Level 3, (one merit
endorsement.) Students who received an
endorsement will be formally acknowledged at an
assembly once the results have been confirmed.

The success of our Year 11 students certainly
points the way towards even greater success for
all students this year.
