TUTUS ON TOUR  

On Thursday 5 March a group of students 

went to Nelson to see The Royal NZ Ballet 

at  their special school performance ôTutus 

on Tourõ. This time the performance was in 

the newly renovated Trafalgar Centre and  

we had very good seating . The program 

consisted  of three parts and took one hour 

and twenty minutes. The sixteen strong 

dance group started off with a class ical 

dance in tutus and tights. Then, after a 

short  introduction, a video was shown about 

the daily life of  a ballet dancer. The second 

part of the program was an amazing 

combination of hip -hop and break -dance. All 

dancers wearing white costumes, varying 

from very short shorts with tank tops to 

baggy board -shorts, sneakers and a hoodie! 

They really impressed both  students and 

teachers.  

In the second break another video was 

shown on how the sets were built up. Finally 

the third part was a great interpretation of 

a large number of Beatle songs which were 

put together in a medley. Th ey invited the 

audience to clap and sing along. The 

narrative element in the two contemporary 

parts of the whole show definitely spoke to 

the studentsõ imagination. It was a 

wonderful performance and a great 

opportunity for all students, who like dance 

in general, to have seen.  

In the end I was able to take 11 students 

over the hill in a mini bus, which was three 

more than had originally signed up. There 

were at least another six names on a waiting 

list!  

Why so many on the waiting list  you may 

wonder? Well, I would like to draw your 

attention to  the following:  as the arts -

coordinator I try to organise/offer 

interesting things to see or do for t all the 

students. Most  often I am limited by a time 

frame in which I can book performers, 

ti ckets and/or organise tr ansport  etc. et c.
