Initially a maths and science 

teacher, Karen took over the careers and transition 

education programmes in 1987 and has developed a 

careers education and guidance programme that is, I 

believe, second to none and in fact recently is being 

looked at as a model for other schools to work towards.  

There would be very few teachers who have spent as 

long in one school and consequently few who could claim 

to have had as much positive influence on a single 

community as Karen has had.  We will be acknowledging 

this and much more at the end of term.  There will be a 

function in the school staffroom after school on Thursday 

9 April and former students of Karen, as well as former 

teaching colleagues, are most welcome to attend.

Attendance at School: Participating in education is 

fundamental to student achievement.  The Education Act 

1989 requires that parents enrol their children at school 

and ensure that they attend school whenever it is open 

for instruction unless there is a good reason for them to 

be absent.  Enrolment is compulsory up to age 16; 

students aged 16 or over must attend on a daily basis to 

retain their enrolment status.  Every day a student is not 

at school is a day they are not learning.  Over time, 

patterns of non-attendance can seriously disadvantage 

young people, placing them at a higher risk of poor 

achievement and early drop-out and cutting short their 

potential to benefit from schooling both now and in the 

future.   

Regular school attendance is everyone’s responsibility.   It 

involves schools, families, whanau and community 

working together to send a strong, collective message 

about the importance of going to school.   We are 

seeking your support in this.  While absences for such 

things as illness, specialist appointments, bereavements, 

and so on are unavoidable, there are a number of 

absences that we would term “unjustified.”   If your child 

is to be withdrawn from school for more than two or 

three days, you need to discuss this with me.

Fees and Curriculum and Activity Donations  
Invoices have recently been sent out. Thank  

you to those  parents who have paid for 

trips, workbooks, activity and/or curriculum 

donations. 

The curriculum donation  helps cover the cost of 

materials used in practical classes and payment is 

requested . For years 7 - 8 students, this is $35, rising 

to $55 at years 9 -10, and $90 for years 11 -13.  

The activities donation  is $75 per student or $110 per 

family where there is more than one student at school.  

It  supports and subsidises activities such as sports and 

cultural events, school performances  and the school 

magazine. These donations are  still considerably lower  

than  most other secondary schools ! 

Being donations these  are now tax deductible. Ask for a 

receipt when making your payment . 

While these payments are voluntary we remind parents 

that the school is expected to raise these funds locally 

as part of the operating costs, and that they are vital 

to the effective running of the school.
