From the Principal

Student Achievement

Year 12 student Reece Potter has
achieved success at various
mountain biking competitions
around the country recently and
was placed 3™ overall nationally in
under 17 downhill racing.  This
qualified him to compete in the
National Cup in downhill racing in
Wellington.

Zak Gibbs (Year 10) placed 3™ in
100m and 200m breaststroke at the
recent South Island Country and
Town swimming championships in
Invercargill. Tui Kraal (Year 13)
was placed 3™ in each of 50m
breaststroke and freestyle as well
as the 100m individual medley, 2"
in 50m backstroke and butterfly
and won the 100m butterfly at the
same competition.

Nikita Buys (Year 12) was
successful at the Sun City Country
Music Awards in Nelson at the
weekend and won each category:
Under 18 Old Time; Intermediate
Vocal; Intermediate Country Rock;
Under 18 Rock & Roll. This gave
her the Intermediate Entertainer of
the Year award and she has
qualified to enter the Country
Music Entertainer of the Year (in
New Zealand) in the Intermediate
section. This is to be held in
Rotorua in October.

Several students competed in the
Colgate Track and Field Games in
January: Lauren Gardiner (Year 8)
retained her title, in winning gold
again in the 11 year girls 400 metre
run. Rosie Taylor- Richmond
(Year 7) won bronze in the 11 year

girl’'s long jump and Danyon
Fleming (Year 9) won bronze in
the |3 year boys’ 1500m.

Raising Concerns: in spite of our
best intentions, | acknowledge that
we may not always get things right.
There are clear procedures if you
wish to raise a concern or make a
complaint and an outline of these is
included in this Goldie.

NCEA Results: our results for
2009 have maintained the high
achievement rates of previous years
and compare favourably with
national data. What is especially
pleasing is that at Year 12, the
percentage of students achieving
NCEA Level 2 with an endorsement
(merit or excellence) has risen from
11.5% in 2008 to 32.2% in 2009,
while at Level 3 the figure has risen
from 83% to 31.7%.  This is
particularly significant in the light of
information received from Victoria
University, and | have no doubt
other universities will follow suit as
funding restrictions take hold. The
advice is that University Entrance
will no longer automatically grant
entrance to courses at Victoria, but
a points system, based on the
number of excellences and merits
achieved, will operate to effectively
rank students. It follows that for
any student with tertiary education
aspirations a focus on academic
excellence is absolutely essential.
The students who received an
endorsed result will be
acknowledged for their achievement
at a formal assembly later this term.

Advice for Students and

Parents on Raising Concerns
If you would like to make a formal
complaint because the matter is a
serious one, please see the Procedure
for Making a Formal Complaint that
follows. If you would like to discuss a
concern more generally, and perhaps
seek information and assistance about
it, please follow the advice below.
Once your concern has been discussed,
and positions clarified, some action
may be taken. If you are not satisfied
with the outcomes, you may wish to
take your concern further. See the
Procedure for Making a Formal
Complaint.

Where your concern is about
assessment in Years 11, 12 or 13 you
should approach firstly the subject
teacher, then the Head of Department,
then Mr Stuart Machin as the NZQA
Coordinator, then
NZQA itself.

Students

If you have a concern
about a teacher, or
more generally about
teaching or school
programmes, you
will need to talk to the teacher or
person in charge of the programme.

If you think this may be difficult, talk it
over with a support person and/or
take this person with you when you
come to talk about your concern. This
could be a parent, a school friend,
someone from the community (e.g.
Community Worker), or a school-based
person (e.g. your form teacher, dean,
guidance counsellor). This person may
help you clarify what you wish to say.

If you cannot deal with the matter
yourself, ask a parent/caregiver/
support person to raise it for you with
your teacher, form teacher, dean, or
senior administrator in charge of your
year group (Mr Compton - Years 7, 9,
12; Mr Machin - Years 8, 10, 11; Mr File
- Year 13), or with the Principal, Mr

Most teachers will be teaching during
the day so the best way to contact
them is to leave a message at the
school office for them to contact you.
Please leave information about the
best time to contact you, and an
appropriate phone number.
If your concern is about a matter which
does not involve a particular teacher,
or about something you don't feel able
to talk about to the teacher directly,
you have a number of alternatives.
You could phone or write to:

This would
be the case if the concern was
about general progress and
attitude, or particular
difficulties.
The Head of Department
(HOD) of a subject you were
concerned with.

Procedure for

Making a
Formal

Complaint

If you are not
satisfied that
you have got
answers for
your concerns and wish to make a
formal complaint here is the procedure
you should follow.

w

Write down your complaint giving
details of what it is you are
complaining about. Help is available
from the Home and School Association
or Community Workers as needed. See
contact details above. Include details
of efforts you have already made to
resolve the matter. Include your name

and contact phone number.

Take your written complaint to the
Principal or another member of the
school's senior administration if the
Principal is absent. Ask for assistance
at the school office if you are unsure
how to go about delivering your
complaint. If you prefer, you can hand
your complaint to a member of the
Board of Trustees who will deliver your
complaint for you to the Principal. The
school office can tell you how to get in
touch with a member of the Board of
Trustees.

When the Principal receives a
complaint, the Principal will discuss the
matter with you before deciding what
further action should be taken. If you
want somebody else to accompany
you when you discuss the matter you
are welcome to do so.

The Principal will talk to the person
about whom the complaint has been
made as well as interviewing anybody
else who may have had a part to play
in the incident or who may have seen
what happened. Written statements
will usually be taken.

The Principal will decide what steps
will be taken as a result of the
investigation.

If your complaint is about the Principal,
hand or post it to the Chairperson of
the Board of Trustees. It will be dealt
with by the Board of Trustees

You will be informed of the outcome of
the investigation.

Depending on the nature of the
complaint, the matter may be referred
to the Board of Trustees for
consideration and action.

Your complaint will be treated in
confidence. However, in the interests
of natural justice the person about
whom a complaint is made must know
who made the complaint, and have the
opportunity to hear all details about
the complaint and to reply to it.

Fees and Curriculum and Activity Donations

Invoices are currently being posted. ...Thank you to those
parents who have paid for trips, workbooks, activity and/or
curriculum donations.

The curriculum donation helps cover the cost of materials used
in practical classes and payment is requested. For years 7- 8
students, this is $40, rising to $60 at years 9-10, and $100 for
years 11-13.

The activities donation is $80 per student or $130 per family
where there is more than one student at school. 1t supports and
subsidises activities such as sports and cultural events, school
performances and the school magazine. These donations are still
considerably lower than most other secondary schools!

Being donations these are now tax deductible. Ask for a receipt
when making your payment.

While these payments are voluntary we remind parents that the
school is expected to raise these funds locally as part of the
operating costs, and that they are vital to the effective running
of the school.
