This is an
excellent achievement for Patrick, and also recognises
the contribution of the other students involved in the
programme.
Values and the Curriculum: The new national
curriculum document, which is being fully implemented this
year, has an important component around values. There
are some subjects that specifically teach about aspects of
different values, but in general that is not the intent of
placing values into the curriculum. “Values are deeply held
beliefs about what is important or desirable. They are expressed
through the ways in which people think and act.” (The New
Zealand Curriculum, page 10) This statement supports the
idea that values should underpin the curriculum and we
believe that as a school, our values should be implicit in
everything we do.
It certainly sits well alongside our vision statement: At
Golden Bay High School students prepare for the future by
learning skills and gaining knowledge, and developing the
personal resources that are needed to live satisfying, balanced
and responsible lives. It is also implied in one of the
supporting paragraphs to the vision: Fostering a respectful
school community that is based on mutual trust, honest

communication, co-operative relationships and concern for others.
Each person is encouraged to accept responsibility for their own
behaviour and well-being.

The following is a list of values which we believe exist to
varying degrees within our school’s culture, and to which
we should aspire to. The list was developed for inclusion
in this year’s Student Homework Diaries and includes some
ideas around meaning:

e Excellence: aiming high and persevering in the face of
difficulties

e Diversity: accepting that we are all different and
respecting those differences

e Equity: being fair and understanding social justice

e [nnovation, inquiry and curiosity. thinking critically,
creatively and reflectively

e Ecological sustainability: caring for the environment and
ensuring that our actions can maintain the environment

e Integrity: being honest, responsible and accountable

® Peace: maintaining an environment and community that
is built on non-violence

e Caring: showing concern for the well being of others

e Trust: being able to rely on other people and having
others rely on you

e Appreciation: being able to recognise and acknowledge
the skills, talents and achievements of others

e Courage: being able to face up to things when they may
not be going so well

e Tolerance: accepting others, even when you may
disagree with their opinions

e Community and participation: for the common good.

We continue to discuss and debate these, recognising that
there is some cross over in definitions and that some
refining is needed. We will also continue to look for ways
of promoting them within school. This includes exploring
further the idea of human rights in education as a basic
philosophy, as we feel that the three ‘Rs,’ Rights,
Responsibilities and Respect all go hand in hand with each
other and all support the idea of a set of values. |
welcome any input you might like to provide me.
