NCEA Achievement: Last year’s NCEA results have 
now been confirmed and this week we have honoured 
the students who achieved an endorsement of their 
award.   
To achieve an excellence endorsement, students must 
achieve at least 50 credits with excellence.   
Three students achieved NCEA Level 1 with 
excellence, thus qualifying for the Principal’s Honours 
Award: Bastian Joechle-Rings; Tui Kraal; Timo 
Stoffregen.   
To achieve a merit endorsement, students must 
achieve at least 50 credits at either merit or 
excellence.  This was achieved by seventeen students 
at Level  1, four students (including one who was 
enrolled at Wellington High School last year) at Level 2 
and one student at Level 3.

Congratulations to all of the above students. 
 
The results at Level 1 are particularly pleasing and 
match the outstanding statistic for that level in the 
table below.  In all, 42.6% of achievement by Golden 
Bay High School students at Level 1 was endorsed 
compared with just 34.4% nationally.  The endorsed 
results at levels 2 and 3 remain somewhat 
disappointing though; there are certainly more 
students who are capable at these levels and for these 
students, simply achieving NCEA must not be the only 
goal.  Our students must be able to show that they can 
foot it with students from other schools.  
Endorsement of NCEA has added a competitive 
element to NCEA, one that is already being used by 
employers and by tertiary education providers.   
 
It was interesting to note the advertisement in last 
week’s GB Weekly by one of the region’s boarding 
schools.  It stated that the school’s academic results 
speak for themselves and used NCEA achievement 
rates to illustrate this.  Our own NCEA statistics are 
now confirmed and I will leave you to draw your own 
conclusions.

As always, the comparisons that are made need to be 
treated with a great deal of caution as there are many 
factors that can influence the data.  These include the 
different ranges of subjects on offer; differences 
within subjects, including differing proportions of 
internally and externally assessed standards, or 
different numbers of unit standards on offer.  The size 
of school is significant: shifts in achievement of just 
one or two students in very small schools significantly 
changes the percentages.  However, by any measure, 
our Level 1 results were outstanding and I have very 
high expectations of this group of students as they 
move through Years 12 and 13.   
 
Influenza: The intense focus on the so-called “swine 
fever” has reminded us that any form of influenza can 
be an issue for schools as the virus spreads so easily.  
We can all take responsibility for reducing the spread 
though – it takes a little bit of care 
around hygiene and a great deal of 
common sense.  Simple precautions 
include: 

· staying at home and away 
from others when 
genuinely sick 

·  covering coughs and sneezes with a tissue 
and putting used tissues into a rubbish bin 

·  avoiding touching eyes, nose or mouth  
·  being careful to wash hands often with soap 

and to dry them thoroughly – hand hygiene is 
critical: a simple guideline is the 20/20 rule – 
20 seconds washing and 20 seconds drying. 

The school has a pandemic plan in place and the key 
element of the plan is communication.  If your contact 
details have changed for any reason, please notify 
the school office immediately.

¶ Can background noise levels affect how well we 
concentrate?  

¶ What is the best way to keep cut flowers fresh the 
longest?  

¶ Does the colour of light used on plants affect how well 
they grow?  

¶ What plant fertilizer works best?  

¶ Do athletic students have better lung capacity?  

¶ What type of food moulds the fastest?  

¶ Can plants grow in pots if they are sideways or upside 
down?  

¶ How much weight can the surface tension of water 
hold?  

¶ Can some people really read someone else's 
thoughts?  

¶ Which fizzy drink decays fallen-out teeth the most?  

¶ What light brightness makes plants grow the best?  

¶ Does the color of birdseed affect how much birds will 
eat it?  

¶ Do natural or chemical fertilizers work best?  

¶ Can people tell artificial smells from real ones?  

¶ Does age affect human reaction times?  

¶ What type of grass seed grows the fastest?
