Student Achievement: Congratulations to

Emma Bailey (Year 7) entered an on-line language
competition called the New Zealand Association of Language
Teachers’ Vocabulary Olympics. The challenge was to learn
as much vocabulary from other languages as you could during
the month of August. Emma won a credit certificate for
excellence, placing in the top 20% of 27,000 competitors
from around the world.

Geena Gross (Year 7) played in the Nelson 12" grade girls’
representative soccer team. Her team won the South Island
championship for their age group at the tournament in
Blenheim, and Geena was the top goal scorer from all of the
teams at the tournament.

Mitchell Winter (Year 7) played in the Nelson 12% grade
boys’ team, also competing at the South Island championships
in Blenheim. Mitchell developed into a key member of the
team, which finished in 5" place out of 13 teams.

Young Enterprise Business Scheme: “Passion”, a
company consisting of George Machin, Tessa Farley,
Leon Schrader, April Crawford and Karli Robertson,
won the regional competition and will now progress to the
National finals in Wellington. This is the 6™ time that Ms.
Butler’s students have made the national finals, a wonderful
record of achievement. The company has produced and
marketed a banana passionfruit dessert sauce. This year, a
second group of Year 12 students, Millie Eggers, Al Williams,
Ari Kingan and Megan Davies, also established a company
called “Squeeze” to produce and market feijoa and apple
juice. They also proved to be very competitive in the
regional event.

School Funding: | commented at this time last year, just
prior to the elections, about the underfunding of schools.
Little has changed; if anything, the situation has deteriorated
further. | recently had the opportunity to put the following
rather wordy question directly to the Minister of Education,
Anne Tolley: Is there any intention to review the models used to
determine staffing and operations grant funding in schools? After
nearly ten years as Principal of a small, semi-rural school, | am
convinced that there is a lack of equity in the current models and
that the roll factor is far too big a determinant. Small changes in

roll numbers have a significantly greater effect on resourcing than2

they do in larger schools.  Asset purchasing, including ICT
resourcing, is particularly problematic — often the volume and
quantity required, particularly for ICT infrastructure, is not
proportionately less than for larger schools; workloads caused by
administrative tasks, including compliance matters, are distributed
amongst far fewer staff and again, the relationship between the
extent of the administrative load and the size of school is definitely
not linear. There are Ministry expectations around the level of
locally raised funding that schools are expected to raise and there
are links to the decile rating of schools in this aspect. In small
schools, this tends to devolve to a very small senior management
team, adding considerably to workloads; in addition, small schools
tend to be part of small communities and certainly our ability to
raise funds locally is compromised by the size and isolation of our
community, something that your predecessor refused to
acknowledge. These examples are only the tip of the iceberg. The
expectations of our community and indeed of central government
are that we should be meeting the individual needs of every
student, yet the resourcing model fails to meet an individual
school’s needs.

Mrs. Tolley’s answer was considerably briefer than my
question: “It is not a government priority.”

Next year’s operating grant has some components increased
by 1.95%; this doesn’t even keep up with current increasing
costs let alone make up for the deficits in funding over many
years.

The school is constantly grateful to all sectors of our
community — parents, businesses, friends of the school in
general —who provide financial support.  This support
includes the activities and curriculum donations that we seek
annually and | am grateful to the majority of families who have
paid these. Unfortunately the increasing pressures have
meant that the board has reviewed these donations and
reluctantly has increased them for 2010.
