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Dear Parents / Caregivers,

Every year a letter goes home offering the children the opportunity to learmn a musical instrument or have
singing lessons. These weekly lessons during school-time are paid for by the school. There is usually a rush of
interest and so waiting lists are created. Once a place is available, the pupil is given a time to attend their
lesson. Unfortunately, once the initial excitement has womn off and daily practice is required, some pupils lose
motivation and forgst to go to their lesson. We expect ALL PUPILS to let us know if they and you have decided
to continue or discontinue with tuition so that another pupil can begin. YEAR 7 students in particular need help
with remembering to attend their lessons particularly with a ten-day time-table to follow. So —if you and your
child wish to benefit from “free” (to you) music tuition, we. the tutors, need your help:
PLEASE:

 Organise regular daily practice - 15 minutes.

« Help your child with ways to remember when their }esson is AND to take their instrument to school ( not

piano of course)

« Help them to remember to GO TO THEIR LESSON by reminding them as they leave for school.
If your son or daughter would like to be considered for individual music tuition at school. they must agree to the
following conditions:

1. The student will remember to come for a lesson every week at the specified time or risk losing the
opportunity of any further lessons.
If three lessons are missed other than for sickness the tuition will be offered to the next child on the
list.
The student's daily work schedule must include practice time on their chosen instrument.
A $10 instrument hire must be paid every term.
Each student will be responsible for the appropriate care of the instrument which may have been hired.
The cost of any repairs to the instrument will be the responsibility of the student {other than general
wear and tear).
5. Each student will remember to bring their instrument and music on the day of their music lesson.

The instrumental tuition available this year is as follows:
comet trumpet baritone trombone saxophone clarinet guitar
piano flute voice (singing must also be practiced according to the teacher’s wishes)

If you are interested in the piano, you must have a piano or keyboard at home on which to practice.
Some of the other instruments are available to hire but these are limited so it would be good to ask friends
and neighbours if they have a forgotten instrument you could borrow or hire.

These teachers are looking forward to teaching you: Mrs Judy Murray, Mr William Holloway, Joachim
Maurer and Hera Livingston.
