BoTs are  responsible for 
ensuring students and employees have 
adequate sun protection (under the Health 
and Safety Act), and are required to provide 
evidence to ERO of sunsmart policies and 
procedures.  
We have purchased six new gazebos to 
ensure all students and staff have access to 
shade on Athletics Day.

to provide adequate shade at the pool for a 
full day event. The UV index is frequently 9 or 
10 (on a scale of 1-10). After considerable 
consultation and discussion about different 
approaches, including the idea of an evening 
swim meet, we have decided to limit the 
Swimming Sports to four hours from 9am-
1pm. 
We are very fortunate to have considerable 
shade from beautiful trees on our site. 
Students take advantage of this shade during 
their breaks, and are also encouraged to 
wear sunscreen and a hat.

Donations Scheme 
As we shared last year, the BoT has 
opted in to the $150/student in lieu of 
donations scheme for 2019. Parents 
will not be asked for donations, or the 
cost of compulsory workbooks, 
computer software such as Education 
Perfect or day trips. This news has 
been welcomed by many of our 
families who have struggled to pay the 
donation and other fees. 
The overall impact this has on our 
bottom line, however, is negative, by 
approximately $15,000-$20,000, 
though it is hard to measure without 
experiencing a year.  
As a consequence, we no longer have a 
budget for supporting extra-curricular 
events. We no longer employ a sports 
coordinator to attend events, only to 
organise them.  For most extra-
curricular events, parents will need to 
pay the full costs and provide an adult 
to attend for the trip to occur. 
Fees for overnight camps are an 
exemption and will be charged. As 
there will be no opportunity to cross 
credit from donations, it will be really 
important for us to recover costs.
