Tournament of Minds
A couple of weeks ago a team made up
of Year 8s went to Christchurch to
compete in a competition called TOM
(Tournament of Minds ). TOM is an
international competition but we just
competed in the regionals.

We chose to do the STEM challenge.
The actual competition is built up of 2
parts: the long term challenge and the
spontaneous challenge. We were given
6 weeks (starting at the start of the
term) to complete the long term
challenge. A big part of the challenge
was to construct a 3D emblem that had
four interlocking parts each symbolising
a different element. The emblem had to
fall apart then come back together in a
stronger formation. Each part was

made out of a different wood. They
were joined together by magnets. You
can see this emblem in the front office.

While the emblem was a big part of the
challenge we had to present a scientific
theory; coming up with a problem and
solving that problem. Our problem was
based on methane gas in the
atmosphere and the solution we came
up with was aerobic methanotrophs
(micro organisms) that get rid of/absorb
methane and replace it with carbon
dioxide.

Our 10 minute presentation had to
include the scientific theory and
emblem. We chose to present it
dramatically like a play. We all had
different characters, props and
