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Téna koutou katoa, Poutini - Green House

Poutini is the kaitiaki taniwha of the
West Coast and connects to the West
Coast of Mohua. He is also the spiritual
essence of Pounamu, our most sacred
taonga. It is said that he loved his
wahine so much that he never wanted
to part ways, so he turned her into
Pounamu. He is known for his ferocious
nature and guardianship over our
taonga Pounamu.

~ Nau mai ki te wiki o te reo Maori. Ko te rima tekau
tau ténei. Ake ake kia kaha te reo Maori.

For Te Wiki o Te Reo Maori, we have some exciting
news to share.

House Names

Each of the four houses, Red, Blue, Green and
Yellow have been gifted a te reo Maori name. These names are
linked to the colour and have deeper meaning that is linked to our
cultural narrative and our local area. The names and the pirakau or
stories that explain their meaning are briefly outlined below.

NO reira, Green House, you are Poutini.
Kokowai - Red House

Kokowai dates back to the origins of time with
Ranginui and Papatlanuku. As Tane Mahuta was
separating his parents, there was a tether holding
them together. Timatauenga, the god of war, used
his patu to cut the tether and cause the final
separation, bringing light into the world.

From this separation, Ranginui and Papattdanuku bled
onto the whenua and this blood manifested itself as
Kokowai, the sacred red earth. Kokowai is a tapu red
stone and can be found here in Mohua at the
Parapara Maunga. When Kokowai is ground up and
mixed with oil, it becomes a deep red paint and this
paint was used to adorn buildings, clothing and
people. For Maori, they would adorn themselves with this deep red
paint to signify their chiefly mana.

Hine Tu Ahoanga - Yellow House

Hine Tu Ahoanga is one of the
kaitiaki of Mohua. She is the
sandstone lady. We can see her
handiwork all over Mohua, from the
rock formations to tunnels and
caves. She embodies strength,
endurance and resilience. It is said
that her rock formations across
Mohua help keep Papattanuku safe
from being carved away by Hine
Moana, maiden of the sea. It is also
mentioned that the only thing that
can grind down Pounamu is

NO reira, Red House, you are Kokowai, te toto o nga atua, the blood sandstone. And for this reason, Hine Tu Ahoanga is the enemy
of the gods, the life force of our atua. of the taniwha Poutini, the kaitiaki of Pounamu.

Huriawa - Blue House No reira, Yellow House, you are Hine Tu Ahoanga.
Huriawa is the kaitiaki taniwha of Te Waikoropupi

Building Names
Te Waka Kura o Mohua | Golden Bay High School has also been gifted te reo

Maori names for three more of our buildings. The names and their
meanings are outlined below.

Hall - Te Whanga o Te Tai Tapu

The hall has been given the name Te Whanga o te Tai Tapu to represent the
landing place of the waka when reaching Te Tai Tapu (the name for the ‘bay
of Golden Bay). The word ‘whanga’ refers to the shape of the bay. This is a
place where all students come to meet together, and ‘land’ as one. So the
hall can be seen as a place our waka (the Tokomaru and Tainui buildings)
steer towards; a safe place to drop anchor and come together.

Hospitality - Nga lwa o Matariki

The name Matariki was given to the Hospitality area to show its place in the
waka story. Like honu (turtles) and tohora (whales), wheti (stars) were used
by Polynesian navigators to find their way across vast distances. The star
cluster Matariki is particularly significant, indicating the beginning of the
Maramataka Maori (the Maori calendar), and its rising is now celebrated
widely across Aotearoa New Zealand as te tau hou Maori (the Maori new
year). The Hospitality building’s placement behind the two buildings Tainui
and Tokomaru represents the guidance of the stars, and the nine stars of
Matariki in particular. Each star in the Matariki cluster is associated with
particular domains and foods, which links to Hospitality as a subject.

Greenhouse - Te Hoe Tere o Te Waka

Te Hoe Tere o te Waka can be found at the western side of the kura, and is
the hub for counselling and Alternative Education. In relation to the
Tokomaru building, the Greenhouse is at the Hoetere (stern) of the waka,
compared to the Tauihu (prow) at the front. For this reason the Greenhouse
has been given the name Hoetere to represent its important role in steering
the waka in a good direction. Hauora (wellbeing) is at the heart of each of
our school values, and the Greenhouse offers hauora support to our
rangatahi in a myriad of ways.
